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Okay, there is so much to talk about that I'm going to skip the usual recap of the flying fun stuff from this
month and just dive right in to the other fun stuff. The fun stuff (in this case) is the adventure that we
fondly know of as the “hangar”!

There have been a lot of entertaining and surprising things along the path from where this project was
when | got involved to where it is now. Before | got involved many adventures and hard to believe sto-
ries had already been encountered. Some of you might choose different adjectives to describe these

speed bumps but I'm writing this article so deal with it! {grin}

In our August General Membership meeting we had a short presentation from Jim Pratt, John Pugliese
and David Hedgecock about their experiences at Oshkosh AirVenture 2010. They reported having a
great time and some others added their stories from past trips. This included pictures and stories and
high recommendations for other people to make the trip next year. We followed the AirVenture presen-
tation with an update of the hangar project status.

Recent discussions about the hangar project among board members caused us to realize that many of
the decisions and compromises that have been made up to this point are not well known to our
membership. We determined it would be wise to make a full disclosure and update of our status. |
updated the business plan that was originally published on our website in June of 2008. | also pub-
lished a “Hangar Status and Issues” report. Links for both of these files were e-mailed with the
meeting notice for the August General Membership meeting. http://www.eaa.cc/bsacbusinessplan.html

We did not get through the entire status report during the August meeting but two significant con-
cerns were voiced by the members present. One of those concerns resulted in a motion to prohibit
further costs from being incurred and further work being done until we resolve an outstanding bill
from our architect in the amount of $15,912.71. Initially | spoke against the motion but after some
discussion | saw the light and supported it, the motion passed handily. There have been several oc-
casions where the board or the general membership has given a directive that | did not like but
turned out good! More and more | am learning to trust the committee process.

So, as directed, | met with our architect and gave him the 411. In response he gave me a little his-
tory of this project that was before my time. When this project was presented to him it was expected
to be an easy slam dunk. We wanted to build a hangar, from a kit, on an airport.... no problem! Hal!
The list of road blocks we encountered is longer than you are willing to read and longer than | am
willing write! Suffice to say our architect did not know what he was in for when he implied that his
costs would be minimal.

After this history lesson Rick Ransom (our architect) said that because of the Bill Smilie Aviation
Center (BSAC) role in our clubhouse hangar project and its service to Fresno area youth he feels
proud to be part of this project and would discount the entire current bill if | asked him to.
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| thanked him and countered his generous offer by asking him to discount all but $1,000 of the current
bill so we can maintain a little dignity. The grin on my face for the rest of day was quite conspicuous!

The other big ticket issues we are working to either resolve or accept are: We have an occupancy limit
of 14 people in this 6000 square foot hangar. The plans as approved by the county currently show that
we won't have a hangar door on the building. Should we borrow money to begin construction before
funds are on hand?

If you are interested in participating in these discussions please come to the September General Mem-
bership meeting. Non-members are always welcome. We will not have a guest speaker or presentation
but rather give the time to these issues.

In light of recent conversations among the membership and the board we are initiating the next phase of
fund raising now rather than waiting for construction to begin. The first check received for this new fund
raising campaign was from Rick Ransom! Right after his massive discount on his architectural work, he
wrote a personal check for one year worth of this monthly donation!

This new campaign seeks 1000 people to donate $10 per month. There are many nuances in this
campaign that | am not describing in this article. For now, just keep it simple, $10 per month per
person or company. That's right, $10 per month even for businesses! Oh and if you want to give
more... sorry, no can do! Instead of giving more, ask someone else to give $10 a month.

| know some of you are going to argue that this amount is too small. | need for you to let that go and
just decide yes or no, will you donate $10 per month? If yes, then just do it. If you want to under-
stand why we have a limit then ask me in person or wait for that to become clear over time.

If you want to join in this part of the adventure then mail a check each month for $10 or $120 to
cover a year.

As our very special tribute to 911, | told the gathering about a lesser known event on the day of the 911
attacks. It may have surprised some of those present that Bill Smilie, creator of Sierra Sky Park the first
residential airport in the World, passed away on September 11, 2001 just a few hours before the terror-
ists used airplanes as weapons. Bill's widow Doris Smilie still lives at Sierra Sky Park with both daugh-
ters living in homes on each side of her. |told the group of Doris’ reflections of Bill's passing prior to wit-
nessing the horror of 911. Then | presented two personal possessions that Doris donated as auction
items. Both items had significance to Bill and 911. As witnessed by the difficulty | had with choking up
during this time, | am not so sure that time heals all wounds. Doris then spoke to the group about her
appreciation for our work with youth in the name of her husband.

The donated items sold at auction for $150 and $210. The first was a 911 memorial desktop statue
of our American flag being planted on the rubble of the towers. This statue was originally purchased
by Bill's daughter Glennyce after 911 and given to Doris who has had it on display in her home. The
winning bidder was Albert Buccieri from Madera Jet Center. The second item was a framed Ameri-
can flag artwork that hung in Bill’s office at Sierra Sky Park and later in his home office (see photo
and caption). Jim Coelho, owner of Jake’s Park where the event was held, edged out all other bid-
ders at $210. Thank you both! These funds are designated for the Bill Smilie Aviation Center, build-
ing fund.

From a financial point of view this event is looking to be very healthy. Shirt sales were good, meal
sales were good, the auction items drew some unexpected funds, raffle tickets sales, and the 50/50
drawing were profitable with the winner donating the proceeds back to our chapter, thank you Dave
Hedgecock! The numbers aren’t ready for publishing yet but it was a very good event!

A tribute to Gabriel
Bruce McJunkin

Flying is a privilege that we enjoy and cherish. It gives us great pleasure, a feeling of freedom, a sense
of accomplishment, and a perspective of the world that few others get to experience. It is not an en-
deavor one takes on a whim. We work diligently to learn and build our skills. We practice regularly to
maintain and refine those skills. While we fly for pleasure, we accept the responsibilities that come with
it. All activities have inherent risks, and flying is no different. Along with the responsibilities, we also ac-
cept the risks that go with flying because the rewards are so great. Last month, the risks that accom-
pany our sport took the life of a very close friend of mine... Gabriel Suarez.

Gabriel and his parents, Gloria and Vic, have been longtime friends to myself and my wife Geneva. Glo-
ria was Geneva's Maid of Honor at our wedding. Victor, formerly a Jesuit trained priest, co-presided
over the ceremony. Gabriel was one (and easily the tallest) of my Groomsmen. We visit with them fre-
guently, often at their home in Freedom, California, just a few houses away from Watsonville Airport.
Attending the Watsonville Fly-in was not so much a trip to an airshow as it was an excuse to go visit
Glo, Vic, and Gabe for an extended weekend. We have also travelled with them, and we even had

the pleasure of taking Gabriel for a week of camping at Oshkosh Airventure a couple of years ago.

We pushed our latest visit up a few weeks to August 7th and 8th so that we could visit with Gabe be-
fore he went back to school in New England. It was less than a week later, on August 13th, that we

got a call from Gloria and Vic telling us that Gabriel had been killed in a plane crash.

Gabe had gone up with an instructor to get some safety training in mountain flying. During that flight,
the Piper Arrow they were flying crashed in the Sierras near Emigrant Gap, killing both Gabriel and
his instructor, 31 year old Bryan McCullah. Mountain flying can be treacherous. Canyons and ra-
vines can all look alike as you approach them. Engine failures become far more hazardous in moun-
tainous terrain. | don't know what caused the crash of Gabriel's plane, and the cause really doesn't
matter at this point. What matters is that two fellow pilots were tragically lost on that August day.

You really have to know Gabriel to understand our sense of loss. For us, flying is a passion, and it
was even more so for Gabe. Since Gabe was a little boy, and long before they moved from Fresno
to their home by the Watsonville Airport, he held a fascination with planes. Once in Watsonville,
Gabe would walk up to the airport where he was quickly adopted by the pilots, flight schools, and
EAA chapter on the field. Afternoons and weekends would find Gabe hanging out, talking to pilots,
and doing jobs around the airport in exchange for some flying time. He earned his pilot’s license but
shunned driving, avoiding learning to drive until he was literally forced to.

This year, Gabe was 21 years old and a college student at Daniel Webster Aviation College in New
Hampshire. He was training as a commercial pilot and literally flying through the courses. He was
scheduled to graduate in December. Gabe was quickly approaching a fork in the road where he
would have to decide on a career. He could either work as a professional pilot, or go the

route of his other passion in life and serve in the Catholic Church as a priest. Knowing Gabe, | think he
would have found a way to seamlessly integrate both paths.

Unlike me, who thinks only of planes, Gabe was a multi-dimensional person who shared many pas-
sions. He was not only a pilot, but he was also very strong in his church, becoming the youngest per-
son to hold some of the higher offices in the church. He had recently confided in his parents that he
was leaning toward service to the church as his life goal. Gabe was also adventurous... not only biking,
hiking and camping in the mountains of California and kayaking in the Pacific coast waterways, but also
travelling abroad with his brothers to Thailand, Viet Nam, Cuba and elsewhere. He not only travelled to
these places, but he boldly tested the foods and cultures as well. He did not shy away from any-

thing. He ate whatever local food dishes they placed in front of him, regardless of how disgusting or
gross you and | might think they are.

Gabe was also very personable (something | attribute to his parents). He easily made friends wherever
he went. He was open and friendly, without a trace of guile, greed or conceit in his character. For his
young age, he exhibited a high level of maturity while still maintaining a childlike sense of wonder and
spirit. He was very close to his parents and family, often choosing to hang out with the adults rather
than get involved with the typical distractions that kids participate in. The only thing about Gabe that
was typical for a kid his age was that he had a hollow leg, and would start looking forward to lunch
before he had even finished breakfast. He was literally an enigma and a unique individual. This
blend of maturity, youthfulness, kindness, lightheartedness and devotion brought Gabe a plethora of
real friends. This was evidenced by the attendance of over 500 grieving people at his memorial ser-
vice, including friends from the East coast and Fresno, much of the local flying community, church
members, 9 priests, a bishop, and many more from the local community. All of these people came,
not because it was right or proper, but because each one of them had been touched by Gabriel and
considered him a good friend.

Geneva and | miss Gabriel immensely. | feel an empty space inside of me that | know will never be
filled. We have started a program of sponsoring deserving kids for pilot training and we plan on
naming the scholarship after Gabe. We can never hope to repay Gabriel for the influence he has
had on our life, but I think he would appreciate this effort.

Gabriel... until we meet again, you will be missed!

| urge all of you to continue to fly, and to do so safely. | also hope that you are fortunate enough to
have someone special cross your path in life like Gabriel did ours. | think the poem “High Flight” by
John Gillespie Magee Jr pretty well sums up why we and Gabriel choose to fly, and | would like to
offer it up here as a tribute to Gabe:

Oh, | have slipped the surly bonds of earth
And danced the skies on laughter-silvered wings;

The Watsonville Fly In, which was held for the past 30 some years on Memorial Day weekend
was moved to Labor Day weekend this year. | had assumed that maybe it was because of the
weather, and maybe the planners were thinking that it would be better later in the year.
