From the moment | shut the plane’s door and waved goodbye to my instructor, | couldn’t
hold back the excitement and thrill of being in complete control of the airplane. | took off from
Chandler airport (FCH), made my last call on their frequency, and switched over to Fresno Ap-
proach, asking for flight following to Bakersfield (BFL). I'm sure the long flight was very quiet, but |
hardly noticed, | was too caught up in the excitement of flying the plane long-distance by myself. |
flew at six thousand five hundred feet, and on a hot day of one hundred and nine degrees Fahren-
heit, there wasn’t much of a view; it was all mostly hazy. But as | flew into Bakersfield, | was kept
busy enough not to care. | landed on runway 30R, and asked to taxi back for takeoff, staying in
the pattern. | was extremely grateful that | had brought plenty of water, because as | sat waiting to
be cleared for takeoff, | was burning up in that little oven of a plane. After a few minutes of waiting,
| was able to takeoff. Remaining in the pattern, | came back around and landed again on 30R.
Then | taxied back and was cleared for a takeoff to Porterville (POV). My flight to Porterville was
much lower, and | flew over rougher terrain, but | had to keep my eyes peeled for the Porterville
airport, as it is very hard to spot. | made a quick landing at Porterville, and then tuned in to the
Visalia VOR.

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Reno Championship Air Races 2010
Jim (flybum) Pratt

| had the opportunity to attend the Reno Cham-
pionship Air Races as a correspondent for AV8
Magazine this year. Attending the races with a
press pass has certain advantages like free ad-
mission, free pit pass, and access to several of
the pylons during the races. Not only that you
get to meet some interesting journalist, some
who are writing for major publications. One of
the ladies that | met at the pylons claimed to be
working for www.warbirdbabes.com which |
have not been able to find on the internet.

The Reno Championship Air Races are held
every year in mid-September and extend over a
5-day period. There are six classes of aircraft
as defined by the Reno Air Race Association.
They are: !

Biplanesdefined as small aerobatic aircraft like
the Pitts Special, the Mong, and the Smith
Miniplane, racing on a 3.11-mile course at
speeds reaching 250 mph.

Formula One defined as being built according
to strict technical specifications. The fastes
Formula One aircraft reach almost 250 mp
on the 3.11 mile racing course at Reno.

Sport defined as high performance, commer-
cially available kit-built aircraft, reaching
speeds of over 400 mph on the 6.39-mile
course at Reno.

AT-6 defined as “stock” T-6 Texan, Harvard,
and SNJ aircraft. The fastest T-6 post race %
speeds in the 210-220 mph range on the 4 -
mile course at Reno.

Jet defined as racing between jets with non-
afterburning engines, racing on a 8.355 milg
course, reaching speeds of over 500 mph.

Unlimited defined as being open to any piston

:

than 4500 pounds, generally including stoc
or modified WWII fighters like the North 8
American P-51 Mustang, Grumman F8F 5+
Bearcat, Russian Yak 9, and Hawker Sea * |
Fury. Speeds in the Unlimited Gold Race on
Sunday reach 500 mph on the 8.355-mile
course.



Race qualifications take place on Wednesday of
race week. Competition racing awards are granted
in the Medallion, Bronze, Silver, and Gold Catego-
ries. The Unlimited Gold Award is considered the
most prestigious.

The race rules are complicated and itis not my in-
tention to present them here. If you are interested
in the details, go to the official race website at
www.airrace.org. It contains detailed information on
every aspect of the race.

Included in the event is a great airshow and ground
display of military and civilian aircraft. The action at
Reno begins at 8:00 AM every morning, Thursday
through Sunday, with the first races being Biplanes
and Formula Ones. There is never a dull moment
as races are interspersed with air show acts and
military demonstrations. This year the Canadian
Snowbirds performed as did U.S. military pilots fly-
ing the F-18s, C130, and F-16s. If you take time to
go to the restroom you will certainly miss some-
thing. Individual air show performers were Michael
Goulian flying his ASB.TV Extra 330 aircraft, David
Martin flying his Breitling CAP 232 aircraft, Kent
Pietsch.flying his 1942 Interstate Cadet in a series
of performances, and Greg Poe flying his MX-2
monoplane. Also, the Smoke and Thunder Jet Car
performed for the crowd. These guys did a good
job of keeping the crowd entertained in between
races.

Fans are provided with general admission and re-
serve seating and you can also bring your own
chairs and sit down in front of the grandstands. The
crowd is generally estimated at well over 200,000
people. For the more adventurous, at the north
boundary of the airport there is a fence line where,
by taking Red Rock Road you can find a vantage
point where the Unlimiteds come screaming by at
full speed in very close proximity. Be warned that
this is a very dangerous place and not recom-
mended. Rumor has it that someone setup a thing
called the High G club and provided seating under a
tent for 100 people in that area. Supposedly, $100




would buy you a seat. | did not get out there because
| was too busy at the pylons, so | cannot verify this.
Also, be aware that if you are out there, you will miss
the other races on the shorter courses and the air
show since they will be taking place over a mile away.

Of the two most notable incidents this year one was
Kevin Eldredge, flying his NXT named Relentless. Ap-
parently, problems with his propeller mechanism
caused the propeller to depart the aircraft. Kevin did a
great job of keeping the aircraft under control as he
setup for a landing on the most appropriate runway.
He set it down with no problems. The other incident
involved George Giboney who declared a Mayday
while flying his Thunder Mustang No. 75, Rapid o 57
Travel. Unfortunately, he did not have enough altitude
to make the runway, touched down on rough ground,
virtually cart-wheeled, destroying the aircraft. Luckily,
George was able to walk away from the wreck which
was nothing short of a miracle. He was taken to the
hospital to confirm that he was okay. This author was
standing at the last pylon as he passed overhead, in a
glide, headed for the runway. We all had doubts as to
whether he would make it but we were praying that he
would. The plane can be replaced. Nice job George.
During the races, other aircraft dropped out with vari-
ous problems with no incidents.
